Write one question about an old building.

Check your sentence:

Is it one main clause?

What is the verb?

Does it start with a question word?

What could the answer to your question be?

Task 4: Exclamations

Write one exclamation about a butterfly.

Check your sentence:

Is it one main clause?

What is the verb?

Does it start with “What” or “How”?
Does it end with an exclamation mark?
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
